Music Theatre in July 2015.

Theatre) in 2012 Nick made
his professional debut
performing in The
Production Company's
"Pirates of Penzance" in
October 2013 and in Hook

Up at the Melbourne Fringe.

Nick featured in the
workshops/readings of Air
Supply musical, “All out of
Love”, in Playground at
Chapel Off Chapel, and as
part of Chapel Off Chapel’s

Celebrations.

After graduating from
WAAPA in 2013 Ben made
his Melbourne theatre debut
in Matthew Robinson's
acclaimed "Atlantis - In
Concert" [dir.
